The guests don’t only come past the wreck various times during their adventurous boat trip; they can already admire the inside of this historic sailing ship (8 meters of width, 5 meters of height and over 20 meters of length) and all of its details while waiting in the queue. The design was implemented in such a realistic way that one could believe that this wreck has just been washed ashore. Heavy cannons, real wooden planks and last but not least an impressive figurehead on the bow give the guests an impression of how the pirates once conquered the seven seas. 
The Pirate Stunt Show

As a further high-light, the former show arena was designed with an attractive decoration corresponding to the new pirate theme. 
Thanks to the theming of the existing facade and its extensions in artistic rendering and real wood, the manufacture and mounting of old windows and doors as well as the theming and decoration of the constructions exclusively made for acrobats and stuntmen, even the workers felt like being on a time travel back to the times of sea battles.    
An important part of the decoration is the pirate ship, of course, which, even if only half of it, is part of the show.
